slipped out of my dark house that Easter morning
at 5:30 a.m. my hands were full. I was carrying
my Bible, sermon notes, coat (still on the hanger),
bottle of water, and keys. As I tried to lock the
front door behind me with the key, my car horn
went off and beeped repeatedly. I had accidently
activated it from my key ring as I was trying to
make my peaceful departure from the house in
the dark. The car horn must have sounded loudly
at least 5 times before I could shut it off. I was
embarrassed, to say the least, and wondered how
many people [ had awakened in my heavily popu-
lated neighborhood. So I slipped back into the
house and waited a few minutes before I made
my way to the car. I surely didn’t want to be
identified as the culprit who startled the neighbor-
hood with a car horn on a peaceful Sunday morn-
ing.

As I later reflected on my Easter morning epi-
sode, the Book of Hosea came to mind. As rec-
orded in this book, the Lord says to, “Blow the
horn in Gibeah, The trumpet in Ramah, Sound
the alarm at Beth-aven.....” (Hosea 5:8) Hosea’s
preaching would serve as an alarm of warning to
the people of Israel, who had departed from God
and sunk to a low point of moral corruption (as
illustrated in the story of Hosea and Gomer). Isra-
el had enjoyed material prosperity but was expe-
riencing spiritual bankruptcy. As Hosea exposes
the specific sins of the people he sounds the
alarm that they might hear, repent, and return to
the Lord. It was Israel’s “zero hour” and divine
judgment was imminent if a change didn’t take
place.

I can see clear parallels in Hosea between Israel
then, and the United States today. There is sin in
our land and the solution is for the people to re-
pent and return to the Lord for forgiveness and
restoration. God’s preachers must “sound the
alarm” clearly to identify the specific sins in the
land and offer hope in Christ. Jesus gave His life
on Calvary’s cross for the sins of the world. He
arose from the dead on the third day and is alive
for evermore! He died to remove sin, take it out
of the way so people will not have to live in it
and be controlled by it anymore. “You know that
He appeared in order to take away sins; and in
Him there is no sin.” (I Jn. 3:5) This is the “Good
News” we share and the beauty of Easter. It is by
God’s great mercy that Christians have been “
born again to a living hope through the resurrec-
tion of Jesus Christ from the dead.” (I Pet. 1:3)
We have a living hope, for we worship and fol-
low a living Lord Who gives us eternal life and
an eternal inheritance. May everyone have a
blessed Palm Sunday and Easter as we reflect
upon what Jesus has done for us, and the life He
offers to the world.
